Requirements for foreign students applying for doctoral study at the Faculty of Architecture, Czech Technical University in Prague 
These requirements apply for the application for the academic year 2009/2010

Part‑time and full‑time programme leading to a PhD degree will be provided in the following study subjects:

· Theory of Architectural Design 

· Urban Design and Planning 

· History of Architecture and Monument Conservation 

· Architecture and Civil Engineering. 

Applicants shall send by mail or bring in person the following documents: 

1. Fulfilled application form 
2. Short motivation statement, with indication of study subject you apply for and preliminary indication of the field of study you are interested in
3. Proof of graduation from University on the level of Master 

4. Two letters of recommendation written by professors or respected professionals in the field of study you apply for 

5. Portfolio of design or other projects and/or published works in the field of study you apply for 

6. Proof of language ability in English for those students whose mother tongue is not English and/or who have not followed their secondary and tertiary education in English: 

· a TOEFL** (Test of English as a Foreign Language) score at least 550 (paper-based test) or 213 (computer-based) or 80 (internet based); institutional TOEFL tests will not be accepted except where preliminarily agreed 

· IELTS** (academic version) overall Band score of at least 6.0 

· FIRST CERTIFICATE 
All the documents shall be in English. Documents in other language shall be officially translated and their translation shall be certified. 

The documents shall be received by the International Office of the Faculty of Architecture, Czech Technical University in Prague before 5 April 2009 at the latest. It is the responsibility of an applicant to consider the time necessary for mailing from her/his country. The University cannot take any responsibility for losses and/or delays caused by third party. 

In certain cases, an applicant will be requested to appear at an interview organised by University commissioner in the applicant’s home country. The place and date as well as requirements will be announced to each such applicant by 15 April 2009 via email.  

The applicants will be informed about the result of entry procedure by a letter sent before 30 June 2009. The accepted applicants will receive detailed instructions about required steps to be arranged before their coming to the Czech Republic and before joining the University. 
The commencement of the academic year 2009/2010 will be held on Monday 21 September 2009. International students are strongly recommended to appear a weak before, i.e. 14 September 2009 at the International Office of the Faculty of Architecture in order that they would arrange all necessary matters before the commencement. 

The tuition fee of € 2000 for each semester will have to be paid before the commencement of the study of each semester.
